 STEPHEN MINISTRY 

 An important theme of the Lenten season is the humanity of Christ.  In Jesus, 
God became human and fully experienced the wide range of  
emotions we all encounter in life. Jesus experienced times of loneliness, sadness, 
hurt, anger, disappointment, grief, and abandonment.  This is part of being hu-
man.  Another part of being human is a need of help from each other.  God never 
intended us to be completely self-sufficient.  Part of God's plan is for each of us to 
turn to others for help when we need it. 

So when you are experiencing difficult times, don't struggle alone.  Our Stephen 
Ministers will walk with you, listen to you, encourage you, pray with you, and 
provide confidential one-to-one care to help you through tough times.  Stephen 
Ministers can bring the love of Jesus back into your life.  Paul wrote in 1 Thessa-
lonians 3: 12, “May the Lord make your love increase and overflow for each 

other and for everyone else, just as ours does for you.”   
In Stephen Ministry we have a trained man Stephen Minister who will meet with an individual man to lis-
ten to concerns, feelings, and walk through difficult times.  Likewise, a trained woman Stephen  
Minister is available for a woman with similar concerns.

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THOM’S THOUGHTS   March 8, 2010 
      So what do you think?  Did March come in like a lamb?  I remember in  
elementary school that our teacher taught that like it was some kind of scientific 
principle.  It does seem kind of interesting that this transitional month between 
winter and spring does seem to follow the old adage.  The general consensus of 
folks I talked with is that March did in fact come in like a lion.  Now we’ll see 
how it goes out. 

      Have you ever known a Christian like that?  They come on like a lion at first.  They are 
gangbusters for Jesus!  They do everything, go everywhere, are at every event, pray every 
prayer, teach every lesson, do every ministry.  These folks sadly too soon burn out.  They are 
very enthusiastic for the Lord and for his body, the church.  But too much too soon can burn 
out anybody.  They were lions at first, but they wore out like little lambs.  

      There are some of these “super Christians” who may have been Christians for a long time.  
They too can sadly burn out if not tended properly.  We had a couple at one of our churches 
who told us when they turned sixty that they were going to retire from ministry.  They felt they 
had done too much for too long.  Their retirement didn’t last long.  They soon got back into 
things, but at a rate they were more comfortable with.  

      I met a young woman at an event one time.  She was probably around thirty years old.  The 
next youngest people in her church were well into their fifties.  When she arrived they asked 
her to do everything.  She was very willing…at first.  Soon she began to feel tired all the time.  
She told me she was leading the congregation’s two youth groups, teaching a Sunday school 
class, leading a CWF circle, chairing at least one committee and helping lead worship each 
week.  By the way, she also held a full time job.  She was over busy.  Too many of these folks 
end up leaving churches. 

      During Lent we are examining our relationships with the Lord Jesus Christ.  Sometimes our 
“busy-ness” can get in the way of our faithfulness.  Are you too busy doing God-stuff?  Do you 
need to re-assess where your efforts are going?  Are we expecting too much of you?  As part of 
your Lenten self-examination I encourage you to seriously look at all that you are doing for 
Central.  Is it too much?  Is it getting in the way of your relationship with the Lord?  How can 
we help you serve the Lord more effectively?  

      We all need to do ministry and be in a small group and worship each week to grow healthy 
and strong as Christians.  But don’t let yourself do too much.  Find the right mix for you.  
Have you been coming on like a lion?  Talk with Jesus about it.  He’ll help you figure it out.
