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Associate Minister’s Corner: Being Cool Christians 
 

The truth of the matter is Texas is very hot and often, very humid.  I will 
never forget my first experience with the “Texas Heat”.  It was July 1988 
when I finally completed my training as Automation Program Manager for 
the U.S. Army at Fort Benjamin Harrison in Indiana.   I was stationed there 
from January through July of the same year.   Prior to that I spent 4 years 
stationed in Germany and Belgium.  Almost 5 years of great beautiful cool 
weather!  Within 20 minutes of crossing the Texas’ border my 1984 Mer-
cury Cougar’s AC decided to quit on me.  I could hear a warm voice saying 
“Welcome to Hot Texas”.   After so many years I am still trying to learn 
how to stay cool.   Sometimes I do and often I just melt. 

As Christians we also need to learn how to stay calm and cool when pressure is put on us.  We 
need to learn how to relax in the middle of the storm.  The Lord can help us to be still and know that 
He is God.
